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5. Brief Report on Exhibition on End Plastic Pollution 

Objectives:  

• To create awareness among students and faculty about the types of plastics—

essential and non-essential—and their environmental impacts. 

• To educate participants on sustainable alternatives to plastic, proper e-waste 

and plastic waste disposal methods for reducing pollution. 

• To encourage creativity and responsible reuse by showcasing innovative 

exhibits prepared from plastic waste and promoting the concept of recycling. 

 

Brief Report:  

The Department of Botany organized an exhibition on “End Plastic Pollution” with 

active participation from II and III B.Sc. Botany students and faculty. The main objective was to 

create awareness about the harmful impacts of plastic pollution and promote sustainable 

alternatives. The exhibition showcased different categories of plastics, especially highlighting 

the difference between essential and non-essential plastics. 

A detailed section was presented on microplastics, explaining how they form and 

affect ecosystems and human health. Another key focus area was on eco-friendly alternatives 

such as cloth bags, biodegradable containers, and bamboo products. To promote proper waste 

disposal, a colour-coded bin system was displayed, teaching visitors about segregation of waste 

using different bin colours. 

Students also created a variety of “Best out of Waste” articles using discarded plastic 

materials, demonstrating creativity and recycling potential. The exhibition featured posters, 

models, charts, and slogans that captured the attention of students and visitors. Students 

explained their displays confidently, improving their communication and presentation skills. 

The exhibition was extended to Degree College, Junior College, and Z.P. High 

School students, creating a broader impact. Faculty members guided the students at each stage, 

from  
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planning to execution. A pledge wall was included where students promised to reduce 

plastic use in their daily lives.
